Judisches Museum Visit

The Judisches Museum is one of the largest Jewish museums in Europe. See how architect Daniel
Libeskind's design evokes three important elements of the past two centuries; the intellectual, economic
and cultural contributions of Jewish citizens in Berlin, the reality of the Holocaust, and the recognition of
their absence from Berlin (and beyond) following the Second World War. See evocative collections and
displays.

Reichstag Visit

Berlin
For those interested in Berlin's government, past and present, visit the Reichstag, home to the German
parliament. Climb the stairs to the glass dome for a 360-degree view of the city, or learn about the
fascinating history of the building, restored following damage suffered during the bombing raids of the
Battle of Berlin in 1945. 

Television Tower (Fernsehturm) Visit

For an amazing view of Berlin, visit the famous Berlin Television Tower. Bring your camera and take
panoramic photos from the viewing room, then grab a drink and snack at the cafe located 203m (666 ft)
above ground.

The Berlin Wall Memorial

Learn about the history of the “Iron Curtain,” the physical, political and emotional barrier that once
separated Berlin under the Communist Eastern Bloc and their neighbours to the west. At Berlin Wall
Memorial (Gedenkstatte Berliner Mauer), see a complete section of the wall, and look from the east side
to see the remains of an electric fence in the so-called “death strip.” Discover the stories of those who
died trying to escape to the freedom of West Berlin.

Brandenburg Gate Visit

The Brandenburg Gate is a spot of great historical significance. Witness the spot where hundreds of
thousands of people were finally able to cross from the east side to the west after the fall of the wall.



Walk the cobblestones of the surrounding Pariser Platz and mingle with locals who continue to gather
here to see stage shows and celebrate public events.

Checkpoint Charlie Museum Visit

Down the street from the Berlin Wall is the Haus am Checkpoint Charlie, a museum that documents the
history of the wall, and interestingly, many of the different ways people tried to escape. From hot air
balloons to one-man submarines, learn about the tenacity and creativity used by those desperate to
cross from the east to western side.

Head to the capital of the Czech Republic by train. Enjoy a guided tour of the old town, including the
Jewish Quarter, astronomical clock, Charles Bridge, and Wenceslas Square.

A great way to spend the evening is watching the sunset from the heights of the Letna Beer Garden,
where you can sample Czech beer, world-famous for its superb quality and low cost.

At night, it is less crowded, and it's
much easier to appreciate the scenery as well as the ever-so-slightly sinister quality of the statues
looming overhead. Cross the bridge and you'll find yourself in Mala Strana, a far less crowded district that
offers the perfect atmosphere for some introspective wandering. 

If you're in the area and want to experience traditional Czech pubs which are guaranteed to be loud,
lively, and packed with locals on any night of the week, this is the place for it. You'll find restaurants
serving traditional Czech cuisine like fried pork cutlets, goulash, and dumplings.

Vitus Cathedral and be rewarded with a glorious view of the city.

Czech Craft Beer & Food Tasting Tour

Prague is synonymous with beer, so what better way to spend a day in the city than to embark on this 4-
hour beer tour. Start amongst the greenery of Letna Park’s beer garden and amble through this beautiful
city. You will learn more about the history and culture of Prague from your guide, as you stop off for beer
and take in the sights of the stunning architecture all around. Sample light Czech pilsners, heavier dark
lagers, and lesser-known local craft beers, all accompanied by complementary local snacks that bring out
the individual characteristics of the beers.

In 1431, it is claimed that an unknown woman gave birth to Vlad the
Impaler, also known as Dracula, within the shadow of the Clock Tower, adding to the myths and legends
that adorn this region.

In the afternoon, head to the town of Brasov to visit the famous
Black Church.

Explore its beautiful interior, including stained glass windows and its collection of
119 Turkish carpets, the largest in Europe.

14th century castle is steeped in history and folklore and is an unmissable highlight. Sometimes called
"Dracula's Castle", it served as a defense point to protect the border between Transylvania and Wallachia.
Rumours abound regarding Dracula's interaction with the castle. You'll have to visit to find out the truth.

Sit down for an afternoon tea ceremony in the tea house at Bran Castle, widely known as Dracula's
castle. Learn about the castle's history from a local historian and partake in ghost storytelling at this
historic landmark.

To give an even
more authentic feel to things, many structures are filled with furniture and pieces from the eras they
replicate.

Palace of the Parliament Visit

an administrative function, according to the World Records Academy; it's also the most expensive
administrative building.

After a
fire in 1676 when the town's gunpowder deposits located in the Tailors' Tower exploded, Austrian artists
rebuilt the roof of the tower in its present baroque style and, in 1894, colourful tiles were added.

The Church of the Dominican Monastery Visit

Enjoy a visit to the Church of the Dominican Monastery. Built in the late Gothic style, it was last repaired
in 1929, quite some time after it was first attested in a document back in 1298.

About Accommodation

On this trip you can expect to stay in small family-run hotels or pensions (with the exception of the start
and finish hotels, which are often larger city hotels), which will vary a little in standard and facilities:
some may not have elevators, air-conditioning or English-speaking staff, but most importantly all are
locally-run, with some traditional character, and in excellent central locations to give you maximum time
for exploring the sights. You can expect to find clean, safe, simple accommodation in convenient
locations.

Note that most accommodation in Europe does not have air conditioning units in rooms. Air conditioning
is not routinely installed in European homes and workplaces. However, nearly all hotels will provide a
standing or desk fan for your room on hot nights. If you do not already have one in your room, please ask
your CEO to organize one for you with reception.

Joining Instructions

Please note that day 1 is an arrival day and no activities have been planned on this day. Upon arrival to
the city on day 1 (or earlier if you have booked pre-accommodation with us), please make your way to
the joining hotel (note that check-in time will be in the afternoon). Once you arrive at the hotel, look for a
note or bulletin board in the reception with a note from your CEO. This note will give the details of your
Welcome Meeting on day 1 (usually between 5pm and 7pm), where you will get a chance to meet your
CEO and other travellers, as well as learn more about how the tour will run. If you don’t see a note,
please ask reception for details!

If you are arriving later and will miss the Welcome Meeting, your CEO will leave a note at reception for
you with any information you may need, and with morning instructions for the next day.

Getting from Berlin airport to the city centre:

Taxi:

The taxi ranks at Tegel Airport offer a wide variety of vehicles to accommodate any group of travelers.
The cars are recognized by their cream white colour and a distinctive black and yellow roof sign. Make
sure to avoid unlicensed drivers who might approach you at the terminals as you come out, because they
will charge you excessively. The trip to the city of Berlin should cost approximately 32€ and ranges from
20 to 30 minutes depending on the traffic conditions.

Public Transportation:

The two buses that take you to the central Zoologischer Garten Station are the X9 and 109, each bus
should be available at the station every 10 minutes and the ticket price for both is 2.80€. However, the
X9 is faster since it makes 6 less stops than the 109. Unfortunately, after reaching the Zoo station you
will need to use Berlin's main metro network U-Bahn to reach the downtown area. The official duration for
the X9 is 20 minutes and for the 109 is 30 minutes. The third option is the TXL express which goes to the
city centre through Hauptbahnhof Station, waiting time is 6 minutes, ticket price is 2.80€ and the official
travel duration is 37 minutes.

Visas and Entry Requirements

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or
consulate for the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own
responsibility to have the correct travel documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary
depending on where you are from and where you are going. We keep the following information up to date
as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While we provide the following
information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that you are
fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

For other nationalities, travelling in Europe has been simplified with the introduction of the Schengen
visa. As a visitor to the Schengen area (Austria, Germany, Netherlands, Belgium, Greece, Norway,
Denmark, Iceland, Portugal, Finland, Italy, Spain, France, Luxembourg, Sweden, Czech Republic, Hungary,
Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, Malta, Poland, Slovakia, Slovenia and Switzerland) you will enjoy the many
advantages of this unified visa system. Generally speaking with a Schengen visa, you may enter one
Schengen country and travel freely throughout the Schengen region during the validity of your visa.
There are limited border controls at Schengen borders, if any at all.

Please note that the UK and Ireland are NOT part of the Schengen agreement.

A Schengen visa is applied for at the Embassy or Consulate of the Schengen country in which you will be
spending the most nights on your trip to the Schengen space. If you are only visiting one country on your
trip then you apply for your visa at the Consulate of this Schengen country.

Tipping

While conventions can vary from country to country, tipping is customary in Europe. A general rule is
10% of the bill for wait staff, and a smaller amount (€1 or €2) for other service providers.

Tipping is an expected - though not compulsory - component of your tour program, and an expression of
satisfaction with the persons who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to
you, it is of considerable significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels. There
are several times during the trip where there is opportunity to tip the local guides. You may do this
individually, or your CEO will offer to collect the money and tip as a group. Recommendations for tipping
local guides would range from €3-5 per day, depending on the quality and length of the service; ask your
CEO for specific recommendations based on the circumstances and culture.

At the end of each trip, if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is expected and
appreciated. The precise amount is a personal preference, however €30-€40 per person, per week can be
used as a guideline.
