Indulge your inner foodie with a street food tour through bustling Hanoi. Follow your guide through the

back streets and markets of the city’s old quarter, sampling local fare along the way. Mingle with city

natives and experienced street food artists alike, as you taste a variety of Hanoi faves like “nem ran” and

“banh goi.” Stop at a streetside bar to savour a draught beer like Hanoians do. Cap off the tour at the

Hanoi Food Culture restaurant, a G Values Fund Project, and try the city’s signature specialty coffee.

Old Quarter Walk

Hanoi

Take a walk through Hanoi's Old Quarter, a maze of streets, each one traditionally devoted to a different

product or industry. Each street is named after the trade practiced on that street for several generations;

it's an interesting glimpse into the life of a Hanoian in one of the oldest parts of town. Need a rest? Stop

at Bia Hoi corner and pull up a plastic stool. Drink the local brew with the locals and make new friends.

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Tran Quoc Pagoda Visit

Hanoi

Visit one of the oldest pagodas in Vietnam located on the eastern shore of Tay Ho. Learn about Tran

Quoc's history from the 17th-century stela found on site. View it later in the day, if you can – the tall

structure is striking against the setting sun.

Temple of Literature (Văn Miếu) Visit

Hanoi

Visit this sprawling temple built to honour Confucius, sages, and scholars. Dedicated to learning, it

housed the country’s first university in 1076. Explore its five courtyards, containing various gates, altars,

sanctuaries, shrines, the stelae of doctors, and the Well of Heavenly Clarity.

Ho Chi Minh Mausoleum and Museum Visit

Hanoi

Tour the Ho Chi Minh Mausoleum and Museum built in the square where Ho Chi Minh read the Declaration

of Independence in 1945. Get in line to tour the grounds; queues of visitors come to pay their respects

daily. 

Day 2 Hanoi/Hạ Long Bay

Drive out to Ha Long city and board a traditional "junk" boat. Explore the stunning bay, learn about the

local legends, and enjoy magnificent meals.

After breakfast, get picked up at the hotel for a bus journey through the countryside and industrial towns

of the north. Head to the coast to board the live-aboard junk for an overnight cruise on stunning Ha Long

Bay.

Feast on local seafood specialties and visit the cave systems. Opt to swim or kayak around the dramatic

limestone karsts.

About Accommodation

Our standard hotels offer clean, comfortable rooms with some upgraded amenities. Accommodations can

vary based on the destination, including overnight trains, camping or basic guesthouses. All our hotels

are centrally located and often chosen for location.

All cabins are double or twin share with air conditioning and en suite bathroom. There are sundecks and a

full dining room on the boat as well. Please note that the boat is a shared service, there will be other like

minded travellers with you.

Joining Hotel

For details of your joining hotel please refer to your tour voucher, G Account, the G Adventures App or

contact your travel agent.

Joining Instructions

When arriving at Noi Bai Intl Airport in Hanoi you have a choice of pre paid taxi or Vietnam Airlines

shuttle bus to get you into the city. The airport is 35 km outside of the city and the drive should take

between 40-50 minutes depending on traffic. The airport taxis are a safe and convenient way to arrive at

your hotel. The cost is 16 USD and is paid directly to your driver upon arrival at the hotel. The other

option is to take the Vietnam Airlines shuttle bus which drops everyone at the Vietnam Airlines office

downtown, The cost of the tickets is 45000 Dong (approx 3 USD). From the Vietnam Airline office there

are taxis that can take you to your hotel with the meter on about 2-4 USD.

If you have paid in advance for an arrival transfer, a G Adventures representative will be at the airport to

meet you. Please note there is a common scam at the airport for non-G Adventures' drivers to pretend

they are working for the company. It is very important to confirm your name and booking number with

your airport transfer representative. If for any reason you are not met at the airport, please call our local

support line. If you are unable to make contact for whatever reason, please make your way to the joining

point hotel via taxi.

A G Adventures Representative will organize a short meeting soon after arrival, during which you will

meet other tour participants and receive information about general and specific aspects of the trip. A

welcome note will be left for you in the hotel so you have all the necessary information regarding the

meeting time. If you arrive late, s/he will leave you a message detailing what time and where you should

meet the next morning.

Arrival Complications

We don't expect any problems, and nor should you, but if for any reason you are unable to commence

your trip as scheduled, as soon as possible please contact the emergency contact details provided in this

dossier. If you have not made contact with our G representative within 30 minutes of clearing customs

and immigration, we recommend that you make your own way to the Starting Point hotel, following the

Joining Instructions.

Laundry

Laundry facilities are offered by some of our hotels for a charge. There will be times when you may want

to or have to do your own laundry so we suggest you bring non-polluting/biodegradable soap.

Visas and Entry Requirements

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or

consulate for the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own

responsibility to have the correct travel documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary

depending on where you are from and where you are going. We keep the following information up to date

as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While we provide the following

information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that you are

fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

VIETNAM - If you require a visa for Vietnam, they need to be arranged ahead of time (BEFORE your trip)

as the processing time varies and they are not available upon arrival.

If you are entering Vietnam by land border, please apply for a regular visa for Vietnam. Many of the land

borders we travel through do not accept the Vietnam E-Visa.

Spending Money

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may

drink more than others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider

your own spending habits when it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also

remember the following specific recommendations when planning your trip.

Money Exchange

During this tour the local currency you will use is the Vietnamese Dong. As currency exchange rates in

South East Asia do fluctuate, we ask that you refer to the following website for the most up to date daily

exchange rates: www.xe.com for each of the above mentioned currencies. The best way to carry your

money is in debit cards, withdrawing cash in local currencies from ATM machines. ATMs are found

throughout South East Asia and will generally accept cards on the Visa and Mastercard networks. It is a

great idea to travel with both a Visa and Mastercard if at all possible in case of loss or problems with one

card, you will have a back up. Please note, your bank will charge a fee for overseas withdrawals. USD

Cash is recommended for times when ATMs are not accessible. You should bring some cash with you for

emergency situations (please refer to our trip dossier) but carrying only cash is a high safety risk. ATM

card/s and some cash is the ideal mix. Travellers cheques can be tricky, timely and expensive to

exchange. While we do not recommend that you bring them as your primary source of funds, it is great to

have one or two cheques in case of emergency. Thomas Cook or American Express travellers' cheques in

US currency are the easiest to exchange. Cash advances can also be made with some banks but are time

consuming and tend to have high fees attached.Credit cards can be used at some upmarket restaurants,

and at some larger stores if shopping for big items. If you are bringing US Dollars, please make sure that

the notes are new and in good condition. Notes older than 2003, or with any tears or blemishes may not

be accepted. Be fussy with your bank when buying cash!

Emergency Fund

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $250 (or equivalent) as an

'emergency' fund, to be used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a

change to our planned route. This is a rare occurrence!

Departure Tax

Departure Tax is included in all International and Domestic tickets.

Tipping

It is customary in Asia to tip service providers such as waiters, at approximately 10%, depending on the

service. Tipping is expected - though not compulsory - and shows an expression of satisfaction with the

people who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to you, it is of considerable

significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels. There are several times during

the trip where there is opportunity to tip the local guides or drivers we use. Recommendations for tipping

drivers and local guides would range from $1.5-$3.5 USD per person per day depending on the quality

and length of the service.

Health

Please note inoculations may be required for the country visited. It is your responsibility to consult with

your travel doctor for up to date medical travel information well before departure. 

There are no specific health requirements for this trip. However, you should consult your doctor for up-to-

date medical travel information about before departure. We recommend that you carry a First Aid kit and

hand sanitizers / antibacterial wipes as well as any personal medical requirements. In Asia pharmacies

tend to stock the same western drugs as you get at home but they are usually produced locally so please

bring the full drug name with you when trying to purchase a prescription drug.

Safety and Security

Many national governments provide a regularly updated advice service on safety issues involved with

international travel. We recommend that you check your government's advice for their latest travel

information before departure. We strongly recommend the use of a neck wallet or money belt while

travelling, for the safe keeping of your passport, air tickets, travellers' cheques, cash and other valuable

items. Leave your valuable jewellery at home - you won't need it while travelling. Many of the hotels we

use have safety deposit boxes, which is the most secure way of storing your valuables. A lock is

recommended for securing your luggage. When travelling your G Adventures representative has the

authority to amend or cancel any part of the trip itinerary if it is deemed necessary due to safety

concerns. Your G Adventures representative will accompany you on all included activities. During your

trip you will have some free time to pursue your own interests, relax and take it easy or explore at your

leisure. We offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the standard of the operators

running them. Please use your own good judgment when selecting an activity in your free time. Although

the cities visited on tour are generally safe during the day, there can be risks to wandering throughout

any major city at night. It is our recommendation to stay in small groups and to take taxis to and from

restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Protests and Demonstrations- Protests and demonstrations, even those that are well intended, have the

potential to turn violent with no warning. Counter protests can also turn violent. Action by security forces

to disperse demonstrators and protesters may occur at any time. If you are in an area where

demonstrators or protesters are gathering, avoid the temptation of staying for a good photo opportunity

and leave the area immediately.

Water based activities have an element of danger and excitement built into them. We recommend only

participating in water based activities when accompanied by a guide(s). We make every reasonable effort

to ensure the fun and adventurous element of any water based activities (in countries with varying

degrees of operating standards) have a balanced approach to safety. It is our policy not to allow our local

guides to make arrangements on your behalf for water based activities that are not accompanied by

guide(s).

A Couple of Rules

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of

the land but also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture

in some parts of the world but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of

respect towards everyone we encounter, and in particular the local people who make the world the

special place it is. The exploitation of prostitutes is completely contrary to this philosophy. A G

Adventures representative will have the right to expel you if drugs are found in their possession or if they

use prostitutes.

Travel Insurance

Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When travelling on a group trip,

you will not be permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance has been sighted by your

local representative, who will take note of your insurance details. When selecting a travel insurance

policy please bear in mind that all clients must have medical coverage and that we require a minimum

coverage of USD 200,000 for repatriation and emergency rescue. We strongly recommend that the policy

also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and personal effects. If you

have credit card insurance we require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card statement)

with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for details of their participating insurer, the level of

coverage and emergency contact telephone number.

Local Dress

short shorts/skirts and singlets/tanktops when visiting temples or mosques or other holy sites.
